	Teacher activities
· Teacher gives learners some questions to discuss:
· Teacher gives learners Kitty O’Neil’s story (p 182 English for All to read in groups.
· Teacher tell learners about the pass laws (“dompas”)
· Teacher gives poet’s background

· Reading: teacher reads poem aloud and explains it.

· Teacher leads introductory discussion on theme, e.g. 

· Serote describes his  city, Joburg, in his poem-as well as his township. Do you have a favourite place? Person?

· Teacher gives topic: describing something in detail, e.g. a place, situation, person or feelings

· Teacher provides visual stimulation: pictures of places & people

· Learners asked to use descriptive words, figurative speech  and imagery

· Teacher recaps lesson on nouns from last year

· Teacher explains rules to form plurals: mostly s; words ending on –s or ch sounds get –es.

· Point out that some nouns have male and female form: bride, bridegroom.

· Nowadays, with gender awareness, we have forms like waitron, spokesperson etc.

· Some nouns which refer to animals have diminutive forms. e.g. pig- piglet; horse- foal

· Learners given exercises to complete


	Learner activities

· Why is it important to know yourself well?

· What is your goal/ ambition in life?

· How do you hope to achieve this?

· What happens when goals are not achievable?

· Learners discuss in groups 

and report to the plenary:

· 20 minutes in groups, 15 minutes    report back.

· Learners read text and discuss questions in their groups (30 min)

· They write answers down (20min)

· Learners discuss in groups.

· Referring to Kitty’s story, what do you think are the important factors in setting goals?

· Learners discuss in groups

· Pre-reading:  How do you feel about city life?  Discuss what you know of Johannesburg.

· This poem was written in the apartheid era, when people lived outside JHB and had to commute daily (bus/train)

· Class discussion and questions answered

· Brainstorming in groups and draw up first draft

· Explain difference between countables and uncountables.

· Learners give examples, e.g. 

Little rain, few people

Many bags of sugar, much sugar

· Point out irregular forms, like teeth, mice, oxen.

· Teacher lists their answers on the board

· Read poet’s biography

· Teacher reads the poem out aloud.

· Teacher asks a learner to make a statement;
· Illustrate to learners how the negative is formed by using the correct DO/DOES   and NOT for simple present, and DID NOT form simple past. Other tenses: insert NOT between two parts of the verb, e.g. He will go – He will not go.

· Teacher gives exercises to achieve retention (see addenda)

· Distinguish between fact and opinion

· Why are there so many opinions expressed in advertisements? Note emotional language
· Pre-reading: teacher asks learners what they like about South  Africa.
