5. Teacher asks learners to assume the role of a marketing manager of a company, develop and design an advertisement to market a product of their choice.

6. Teacher asks learners to display their advertisements on the bulletin board, and ask learners to critique.

4. Learners make oral presentations on the advertisements noting the effects of the elements.
