· Examples: Freshers ‘ Match or Miss Freshett or Debate League .Any recent incident the educator explains to learners the purpose of reporting.

· The educator refers the learners to Pg. 83 of the English Handbook & Study Guide.

· The educator asks learners the difference between Investigative and Eye-witness reports.

· The educator asks learners to look for reports in their newspapers/magazine and identify the type of each report.

· The teacher gives each group a case study that needs a report. Each report should incorporate visual and audio visual such as charts, posters and photographs.  

· Warning: The evidence presented may not be horrific and disturbing. Sensitivity  to learners is important. Learners use page 15 of My Clever FAL on the learners book .              
	· Different learners give account by summarizing events or incidents.

· Learners go through the information in their English Handbook & Study Guide. Learners give the differences on the two reports ( headings, title of report) time ,date and facts).

· Learners identify the different report features.

· Learners or groups discuss the given task and later make the presentations on their reports. Learners may also role play a court trial on an investigated issue depending on the time and resources.
