·  Whether you answered the question 
·  Whether you presented an independent line of reasoning based on sources 
·  Whether you backed up or gave reasons for your conclusions  
·  How well you have communicated your knowledge and understanding based on historical 

sources 
·  Whether you show that you understand that there can be different views of aspects of history
