QUESTION 1 

	1.1 The aim of this question was to test whether learners could read with 
understanding,could do critical analysis of the text and also apply the knowledge gained in real life situation eg the content of the comprehension was about what is happening now in our country that is the high rate of crime in South Africa and also the dedication in doing whatever is assigned to you.

1.2 The comprehension was also relevant to NCS because L02  and other subjects eg 

Mathematics,and Life Orientation were covered in this question.
1.3 Mostly all the candidates performed well in this question although only one candidate    

got full marks and only one candidate got lowest marks (12 marks).Questions that were a  cause for concern were the following.

1.4   Most learners did badly in this question probably they failed to   

        understand the meaning of the word ‘uzibabaza’ they could have done better if a    

        simple language was used.
       1.8   The intergration of Mathematics in this question caused poor response and   

                that was a clear indication that, candidates lack Mathematic skills.

       1.11  Candidates response in this question was unsatisfactory and that was

                due to a  lack of grammar skills because they could not differentiate between 
               ‘isichasi  and the negative form, and the meaning of the aspect ‘isithethantonye’

                More alternative answers had to be added in question 1.12 because of the language   

                demorgraphics responses like ngqina,vumelana etc. In 1.11 more possible answers 
               such  as idelakufa,and itshantliziyo had to be added as well to accommodate all the 
               candidates.    

      1.16  Candidates in this question selected a word instead of a question this shows that 

                they failed to understand the question or the instruction and that is reflected in the 
                marks obtained by candidates only 77 percent of the candidates answered this   

               question correctly.  


	


QUESTION 2
	2.1   The aim of this question was to assess summarising skills .  
2.2    The question was relevant to NCS L03. The majority of the candidates 
         did very well in this question. However ,there are learners who wrote and
         summarised in their own understanding of the content of the passage not  
         what was in the passage. Most sentence were incomplete and some have  
         failed to identify main points, some wrote grammatically       
        incorrect sentences, and some had copied the passage as it is not in their 
        own words.
2.3   They lack reading, language knowledge and summarising skills.



QUESTION 3.

	3.1  The main focus in this question was to test how various parts of speech are 

 used in a conversation and also the function of the word or that particular part  of speech in a sentence and the questions were relevant to the syllabus  ie L04.

3.2  Most candidates performed badly in 3.5 to 3.9  because the failed to identify 
       adjectives , conjunctions, copulatives that is “ isibanjalo’  and the function of a 
       word in a sentence, the tense in 3.4 and the meaning of the word “ndatshona”      

       “in 3.6.In 3.1 responses like ‘ukubongoza were added to the memorandum to 

        accommodate all the learners. 
3.3  All the candidates could have done better if they had a knowledge of  grammar     

       skills.   



	



QUESTION 4

	4.1   This question required language use, the use of verbs and it was very fair and simple. 
 4.2   The question was relevant to the NCS  that is L04 

        Candidates responded badly and have achieved low marks in this question . In spite 
         of the examples provided, learners still failed to answer the question . 
 4.3   They lack focus  and inability to follow instructions . The majority got between 40 
         percent and 14 percent . They did not know the difference between ‘isilanduli and 
         isichasi’ and  could  not change a plural statement to a singular form statement .



QUESTION 5

	5.1   The aim of this question was to test language efficiency  and has covered LO4 as    

         required by NCS.
5.2    Candidates  performed well in  this question and they scored between 5 and 6 
         marks in this question. However there are those who have failed because of 
         incorrect spelling inability to  change sentences from direct and indirect speech
         and word order. 
5.3   Lack of language efficiency is also reflected in their inability to arrange words   

         To give a  meaningful sentence .



	


QUESTION 6 
	6.1  This question was aimed at testing the learners editing skills and has covered        

       LO4 and it coveres all the aspects of language use.
6.2  Candidates performance  in this question was a cause for concern. Most 
       candidates did not even attempt to answer this question. The average in this 
       question was 44 percent. 
6.3  Learners in this question lack editing skills and grammar aspect.




QUESTION 7 
	7.1   This question was assessing language efficiency and has covered LO4.
 7.2   Most candidates performed well in 7.1 but in 7.2 they failed to identify 
         pronouns instead  of giving the function of a pronoun in a sentence they  
         gave a type of pronoun  ie isimelabizo soqobo and some of the learners did 
         not even attempt to answer  this question.

7.3     Candidates lack  grammar skills

ANY ADVICE THAT YOU COULD GIVE TO EDUCATORS TO HELP  

           LEARNERS TO REACH THE EXPECTED LEVELS.
	· Educators need to give comprehensions exercises, teach summarizing skills, editing exercises and grammar quite often to improve reading  and also to broaden  the learners  vocabulary  and grammar skills.
· Educators need to focus more on teaching learners to read magazines eg Bona magazine and listen to Xhosa news from the radio or television. and give more pictures to view so that the learners could be able to interpret pictures . 
· It is also highly recommended that educators should be in possession of NCS and SAG documents for guidance and also allocate enough time for revision before the learners sit for their final examination and revise all the language skills.
