STANDARD OF THE QUESTION PAPER. Was the paper of an appropriate standard for Grade 12? Substantiate

	The standard of the questions was very high.  The non mother tongue learners have found it very difficult to understand the instructions.  They could not have obtained enough vocabulary over the years to answer a paper at this level.



2.

	This seems to be a problem.  Teachers must make sure they are working according to the document policy.  Grammar seems to have become very important and a lot of time should be spent on this section.        



3. UNFAIR QUESTIONS:  Were there any questions that were either inaccurate, ambiguous, outside the NSC or beyond the level of Grade 12.  List these questions, with motivation.
	Question 1 (  isicathulwa B ) was difficult for a second additional learner.  The interpretation of the pictures was difficult.  This was seen in the answering of the paper.
Question  3.4  Second Additional learners did not know the terminology.
Teacher can maybe teach them this although we as group feel that this is not part of assessment.  If this has to be taught then National must put this on paper to teachers.




4. LANGUAGE.  Is the language used appropriate for Grade 12 learners?  List questions that were linguistically complex and show how these questions can be re-phrased.
	The language was difficult.  The learners did not understand the instructions because all the questions were set in Xhosa.  According to Mrs P Entley, learners’ knowledge should be tested and not their interpretations.  This must be address.



5. LENGTH OF QUESTION PAPER.  Were candidates able to complete the question paper in the stipulated time?
	There was no evidence that the learners could not finish in time.
 


6. MARKING GUIDELINE.  Does the marking guideline cater for all alternative responses?

	The group had to settle for the national memo.  
There were answers given by the learners which could have been accepted, but were not.

We were told it was a close memo.  Discussed by nationals.
We were unsure about spelling.  The memo did not state if deductions had to be made.
Suggestion:  Nationals must get in contact with markers.

	The learners did well in this question.




QUESTION 3.

	This question dealt with formal grammar and a lot of the learners do not know their grammar ( LO 4 ).

3.4 No example was given and the learners did not do well.
Make sure all the grammar in LO 4 is taught.

Learners did not do well in 3.5.  It is not expected of SAL learners to learn terminology.  They could not answer this question.  Do not know if this is clear to teachers
Cluster sessions can solve this problem

3.6  A lot of interpretation was expected and not just translation.  A poor leaner would have found this difficult.
3.9    No examples were given.  The learners did not do well.
         Learners struggled with grammar.
3.11 The same as what happened in 3.6.  they really struggled.  Cluster meetings could be of help here.
3.20 Idioms seem to be difficult for SAL learners. A lot of exercises is needed.    

There are no guidelines from the document policy as to what idioms.  Seeing that no books are prescribed the learners have to guess.  Not good.
