Posing triggering questions based on Child Support Grant provided by the Social Welfare using a questionnaire
Activity 2

Group learners and supply them with flip charts and Data on population statistics. 
Activity 3

Ask learners to draw tables indicating the trends on population statistics over the past 10yrs.

Teacher monitors the progress and guides them where necessary.
Integrate and consolidate facts.

Activity 4
Using Tables, learners as individuals are instructed to draw graphs and teacher supervises the progress and provides guidance.
Activity 5
Instruct the different groups to analyze the data on tables and graphs and make deduction on the   causes of an increase or decrease in population
Activity 6
Ask the different groups to make presentations of their findings and also consolidate facts after learner presentations
Activity 7

Regroup learners: one to conclude on the impact of mortality on Agricultural Productivity and another on Natality impact.
Give learners a class test.

Critically analyse the impact the Child Support Grant has on population, by explaining its advantages and disadvantages

Activity 2
Examine data provided and construct the table showing the required information.
Activity 3
Display their completed tables for evaluation by the other groups and make recommendations.
Write the recommendations on their summary books.
Activity 4
Use the table to show information by drawing the required type of the graph/s and submit to subject educator for marking.
Activity 5
Groups analyse data and make deductions on the causes of the increase & another on decrease in population.

Activity 6
Groups dealing with the same factors will assist one another to explain their findings, interrogates and make conclusions.
Activity 7
Learners discuss and summarize their conclusions on the flip charts focusing on impact of Mortality and Natality on Agricultural Productivity and present them.
Learners write the class test.
