Activity 3

Activity 4
Supply charts to learners where they will write and explain Legislation underpinning different Systems/ Types of Land Ownership.

Activity 5

Learners asked to display their charts to be interacted with, by the rest of groups.
Activity 6
Teacher tasks the groups to look at implications these Acts have on Agricultural Development and Production.
