Lesson planning is the duty of each and every individual teacher but it helps when teachers sometimes plan together as a group. This interaction not only helps teachers to understand how to apply the Learning Outcomes (LOs) and Assessment Standards (ASs) but also builds up the confidence of the teachers in handling the content using new teaching strategies.

It must please be noted that in order to help teachers who teach across grades and subjects, an attempt has been made to standardise lesson plan templates and thus the new template might not resemble the templates used in each subject during the NCS training. Please note that these lesson plans are to be used only as a guide to complete the requirements of the Curriculum Statements and the work schedules and teachers are encouraged to develop their own learner activities to supplement and/or substitute some of the activities given here (depending on the school environment, number and type of learners in your class, the resources available to your learners, etc). 

Do not forget to build in the tasks for the Programme of Assessment into your Lesson Plans.

Strengthen your efforts by supporting each other in clusters and share ideas. Good Luck with your endeavors to improve Teaching, Learning and Assessment.

Grade: 11  

Context:  Entrepreneurial qualities and careers.
                 Action plan and business venture.

Duration: 16 hours / 4 weeks      
Learning Outcome 2: Business Ventures
The learner is able to identify and research viable business opportunities and to explore these and related issues through the creation of achievable business venture.

Content:

· Entrepreneurial qualities for business practice and assessing an identified business against these qualities (e.g. risk taking, perseverance, good management).
· Business careers and paths for personal and career growth and advancement.
· Transforming a business plan into an action plan ( e.g. timelines, Gantt charts, responsibilities, project planning).

· Initiating and setting up business ventures to generate income, basing this on an action plan and acquiring funding if needed.
Prior knowledge: 

The role of citizens, business and individual business practitioners.

The links between primary, secondary and tertiary sectors. 
Extended activity: The teacher will decide on these aspects based on the nature of his/her environment and the ability of learners.   
Expanded opportunities: 

Learners can pay a visit to the local enterprises to determine the entrepreneurial qualities.
Learners can visit the financial institutions to establish their financial requirements for funding.

	Teacher gives guidance on the layout of a research presentation on business careers and instructs the learners to prepare a research presentation.
	The learners collect the information on business careers and compile a research presentation.

	4 hrs

	Learners are instructed to pick up activities that need to be done before a business can be operated, from the business plan. The teacher draws a timeline highlighting each milepost along the way of implementation. The teacher groups learners and demonstrates the construction of Gantt chart on the computer or it can be done manually. The teacher interprets the charts while he/she is busy drawing. 
	Learners brainstorm the selected activities to the teacher. They watch and listen carefully while the teacher draws the timeline. The learners will observe the teacher while drawing the Gantt chart manually or electronically.
