	LESSON PLAN: Business Studies 

Grade: 11  

Context:  Business Information
Duration: 24 hours/ 6 Weeks  
Learning Outcome 2: Business Ventures
The learner is able to identify and research viable business opportunities and to explore these and related issues through the creation of achievable business ventures.

Extended activity: 
Homework on graphs, and this is continued until they all master this form of presentation.
Expanded opportunities: 
Learners can view newspapers, journals, and other publications to see how business information is presented. They may as well visit local businesses to see how they present the business information. 
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	The teacher asks learners about verbal and non-verbal methods of presenting business information. The teacher picks up the methods of presentation one by one and demonstrate to the learners on how the information is presented using each one of them. The teacher must entertain questions and feedback in a professional manner. The teacher groups learners according to the methods of presenting business related information. The teacher instructs the groups to present according to the methods allocated to them. The teacher moves around from group to group observing the learners while they are arranging the information using the various methods of presentation. The teachers allows the spokesperson of each group to make presentations. The teacher uses a rubric to evaluate the presentation. 
	The learners respond to the teachers questions and give their prior knowledge on the methods of presenting business related information. The learners observe the teacher and take notes and ask questions for clarity. The learners elect their time-keeper, scriber and spokesperson for their individual groups. They present the business to the whole class and entertain questions in a professional manner.
