	ACITVITY 1 
· Teacher brings to class maps that shows location of the above sheep, cattle  and fish 

· With the guidance of the teacher , learners use the map to list the location of these using a table and guided by the key.

· Teacher assists learners in the process ,he then consolidates(this is done the same way as in the previous activity (i .e. the lesson on food production )

.ACTIVITY 2
· Using the map as reference learners give the various kinds of sheep ,goats and cattle as they appear oin the map as represented by various key provided in the map .

· Learners give the most important product we get from each of the animals .

· They also give the by-product we get from each of the products  given .

ACTIVTY 3
· Learners explain how each of these is raised  i.e. in terms of temperature, amount  and type of rainfall and also the season during which they do well in terms of productivity.
· The types of landscape where applicable under which they thrive well are also explained in detail.

· In the process the teacher gives guidance and consolidates by giving correct information 
ACTIVITY4

· Teacher explains the different ways in which the by- products are processed and manufactured .

· Learners in turn give other  examples and other by –products especially those that are used daily and always appear as advertisements in the form of foodstuffs.

· Teacher then consolidates and give additional examples.
