	1. Teacher facilitates class discussion on grade 10 & 11 work, using pictures of different tourists and attractions.

2.Teacher gives learners examples of Tour Plan to the learners. 

3.Consolidate the information from the learners and present the guidelines of developing a Tour Plan. 

4.Teacher gives learners maps and distance tables  

5.Teacher will give learners a scenario within which to work through the tourists profile that they will be working from:

· Type of tourists

· Special interest of tourists

· Budget available

· Time available

· Costing of the tour

· Places of interest and activities

· Day-by-day itinerary

· Other Relevant information

NB: Each learner should work with a different profile to avoid copying. Tour plan should be over 3 Days.
