	Convert major currencies to SA Rand and SA Rand to a selected currency to understand the buying power

	Provide the class with exchange rate table of major currency as against the Rand and ask them to note the difference in buying power of each currency converted.
Do a conversion exercise on the board for the class and then give learners other rates and currency amount to try and convert in pairs. Facilitate report back session and scaffolds where there are problems.
	Records the formula used to convert the currency.
In pairs work through the task allocated and report back their answers in class citing which currency has more or less buying power than the other explaining the reasons.
