From this section eight different questions were asked and each candidate had to choose only one.

1.1. This question was set to test the following:

· Creativity

· Planning

· Awareness of their environment and what happens around them

· Appreciation of nature

· Skill – Argue for and against

· Comparison between two things

· Value of nature

· Love for nature

· Value – Attitude towards nature

This question has covered NCS because it succeeded in bringing/digging out from the learners the knowledge of things related to nature.

On questioning - The question was well posed except that the pictures limited their thinking (those who concentrated on the pictures only) since they only wrote about tigers, lions and aloes.

In this question learners showed how they value nature in what they have written.

Their attitude towards nature was also shown, they love nature and appreciate it.

Leaners’ responses showed insight into the topic and it was fairly performed.

On questioning - This was a very straight forward question. 

The fact that learners wrote about ‘Inkanyamba’ as if they were there or have an experience with it – shows a skill of imagination in them.

Most of them never saw ‘Inkanyamba’ but the way they wrote about it, how it starts, what happens, its impact on the lives of people, animals and the effects of the tragedy really showed their imagination.

Learners’ responses showed a high level of maturity as prescribed by Developmental Outcome 2 in the National Curriculum Statement.

1.3. ‘Imfundo ayikhulelwa ............... Xoxa kuvokotheke ngalo mbandela’ 

This topic is supposed to be expository but the word ‘xoxa’ changes the type of an essay as this statement ‘imfundo ayikhulelwa’ does not have the features of argumentative type of writing.

‘Xoxa’ after the statement given therefore seems to be confusing because there is nothing to debate about – there is nothing to agree or disagree with the statement given.

Learners were not disadvantaged by this because of the recommendations of the National DOE that focus should not be on the type of essay but on the other aspects, i.e. contents and design, language, structure, style and editing.

This question was fairly performed.
