ANALYSIS OF QUESTION BY QUESTION PERFORMANCE OF THE CANDIDATES

QUESTION 1 

	The aim for setting question 1 is to assess the creative thinking and application of creative thinking in writing. All the kinds of essays that cover the NCS syllabus were included. L0S 2, 3 and 4 are covered and also AS 1, 2 and 3. The questions 1.1 to 1.8 were fairly asked and guidelines on how to answer the questions were clearly given.   The candidates performed fairly well.  The candidates lack expertise in following the instructions, interpretation and understanding of the questions, therefore they lose content which leads to poorly written essays.  For example, Question 1.1 was given in dialogue form and the learner was required to complete it by writing an essay, not a dialogue.  Some learners wrote a dialogue.  Question 1.6 had pictures of musical instruments.  The learner had to interpret what they saw in all the pictures combined, but some learners chose one instrument which lead to repetition of facts within the essay. Their creative writing skills are poor e.g language, punctuation, spelling, word division, sentence construction etc.  They also tend to begin topic sentences with conjunctions like ‘BUT’.  Their failure to apply cognitive and writing skills caused them to obtain low marks.   



QUESTION 2
	The objective for setting this question is to assess the functional writing skills.  LO 2, 3 and 4 and AS 1, 2 and 3 are covered.  This question was also fairly asked with illustrative guidelines.  The candidates lack expertise in giving appropriate answers to obtain high marks in the following: 1. Planning 2. Formats for longer transactional writing 3. Spelling 4. Editing 5. Language usage 6. Content.  For example, the report in question 2.2  was mistaken for a formal letter. There is a possibility that the learners were confused with the way this particular question was asked. The instructions included the word “BHALELA” which had the potential to mislead the learner to thinking that a formal letter was to be written. The film review in Question 2.4 was also incorrectly done as they did not follow the standard format.  The orbituary was written in the first person. They were also given a specific instruction on what the orbituary was about, but they did not follow that. In other words, they wrote about a female instead of a male and they also made up their own cause of death while they were specifically given one.    The format of the formal letter was well done but the candidates failed to adhere to the instructions because they were off topic.   



QUESTION 3.

	The aim for setting this question is to assess shorter transactional writing skills.  The question is relevant to LO 2, 3 and 4 and also AS 1, 2 and 3 that are required by NCS.  This question was also clear with guidelines.  The candidates lack expertise in giving appropriate answers to obtain high marks in the following: Formats, planning, language usage and editing.  The candidates confused the format of the invitation with the notice.  They also did not know of the format of the postcard as well as the diary.
